	Biosketch

	“Biosketch”: A form that shares a person’s experiences and accomplishments. It tells a funder about yourself, like your experiences and skills. The biosketch shows how you can help the project.


	Funder

	Funder: An organization that gives money to people to do research studies

	Letter of intent or interest
[image: ]
	Letter of intent or interest: A short letter a team writes to a funder to say they want to apply for money to do a research study. 

In the letter you tell the people giving the money what you want to do and why it is important to do it.

	Letter of support
[image: ]
	Letter of support: A letter from a person or organization saying you agree to help with a research project. The letter of support is part of a research grant application (proposal). The letter of support says: 
· you agree to be part of the team working on the project 
· what you will do to help with the project 
· the experience you will bring to the project and team.

	Research Grant / proposal

	Research grant / Research proposal: A written document or application that is sent to an agency or organization to ask for money for a research project. 

The research grant includes the plans for doing the study.

	Research grant award

	Research grant award: An agreement from an agency or organization to give money to another organization so they can do a research project.

	Community-engaged research: Doing research as a team of people who have expertise from experience and people who have expertise from training in research.    

	Scientific research

	Scientific research: Asking a question and using a step by step process to collect information to answer the question.

	Data

	Data analysis

	Data analysis: Putting the information you collected and figuring out what the research information (data) means. 

	Eligibility criteria

	Eligibility criteria: A list of experiences and characteristics that people need to have or not have to be in a research study. 

Eligibility criteria might include age, where someone lives, or having a specific health condition.

	Inclusion criteria

	Inclusion criteria: The experiences and characteristics someone must have to be a participant in a research study 

	Exclusion criteria

	Community research partner

	Community research partner: A person with lived experience  who is part of a research team.

	Institutional Review Boards (IRBs)

	Institutional Review Boards (IRBs): A group of people who make sure researchers take care of people’s rights and well-being when they are in a research study. 

	Principal investigator (PI)

	Principal Investigator (PI): Sometimes called the Senior Researcher or Project Lead. The person who leads the research project and team.

	Research participants

	Research participants: The people who share their information for a research study. If the research is about a treatment, research participants may agree to try the treatment.

	Research coordinator/ research assistant

	Research coordinator / research assistant/clinical research coordinator: Someone who helps with the day-to-day tasks of a research study. They might: 
· Schedule meetings
· Keep the team organized
· Collect information
· Find people to be in the research study
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
